John Deere No-Till Drill

This equipment was purchased by the local district to assist operators in applying conservation practices to the land.  All programs and services of the Carroll Co. SWCD are offered on a non-discriminatory basis, without regard to race, color, national origin, religion, sex, age, marital status or handicap.

The no till drill can be used to:

1. Seed soybeans and small grains.

2. Establish or renovate pastures and waterways.

PLEASE NOTE:  The District has furnished a grass seed attachment on the drill.  GRASS SEED IS NOT TO BE PLACED IN THE DRILL ITSELF.

RENTAL FEE:  1-99 acres - $10/ACRE; 100 and above $8/acre

 -$75 MINIMUM-

The above fee is based on a per trip or per usage basis,

 unless unusual circumstances are encountered, as

 determined by the Board of Supervisors.

INSTRUCTIONS:

1. Use a 100 horse (minimum) tractor or a ¾ ton truck.

2. Operate at a ground speed of 4-6 mph.

3. Raise openers out of ground before backing up.

4. Start moving forward before lowering openers.

5. Turn feed shaft BY HAND before adding seed if drill has been standing for a long period of time.  If treated seed is used, turn shaft whenever drill has been standing for an hour or longer.

Normal wear and tear will be the responsibility of the District.  Damage due to negligence, abuse, or failure to follow instructions WILL BE the responsibility of the user.  The District will not be responsible or be held liable for accidents when the drill is in your care, custody, and control.  All damages or accidents will be reported to the district office within one business day.

Supervisors/Staff have the right to inspect the equipment at any time while under the renter’s possession.  The District reserves the right to terminate this agreement at any time and require the return of the district equipment.

This agreement is to be signed and returned to the District PRIOR to use.  The District will send a representative to assess drill condition after each use.  IMPORTANT…Do not allow anyone to take possession of the drill until it has been cleared through the office personnel.  Damages resulting from such unauthorized use will be the responsibility of the previous renter.

Payment is due within 30 days following completion of equipment use.  The District will charge a late fee of 1.5% on all unpaid accounts.  Billing will be processed immediately after use.

The District asks that if you are interested in using our drill that you fill out this form and return it as soon as possible.  This will be of convenience, to you the renter, as times become hectic during planting season.  This contract will be retained and be valid for one calendar year to cover more than one rental.  

This contract does not bind the undersigned to the use of the District drill only the liability of it when under his/her possession.
