This equipment was purchased by the local district to assist landusers in applying conservation practices to the land.  All programs and services of the Carroll Co. RENTAL FEE:  Farmer/Landuser$100/day; Contractor $300/day

The above fee is based on time received to time returned. Payment is due within 30 days following completion of equipment use.  The District will charge a late fee of 1.5% on all unpaid accounts.  Billing will be processed immediately after use. Tax exempt forms will be included with billing.  If you do not fill out the form and return with payment, tax of 6% should be included with payment.

INSTRUCTIONS:

1) Sign contract before use.

2) Transport locks are in place while being towed with anything OTHER than a tractor.  They need to be removed before the scraper is used.

3) Be POSITIVE that hydraulics are correctly hooked up or it will damage scraper.

4) Use a 180 horse (minimum) tractor, no maximum

5) Pick up and return to the District office, unless arrangements are made through district staff only.

6) Check to make sure the equipment is properly greased before/after use

7) Accidents/damage are to be reported within 1 business day.

8) Earthmover is to be PULLED ONLY, no assistance by pushing from behind.

9) Those wishing to use the earthmover for a period of more than 7 days, will   be require to pay account balances off on a weekly basis.

10) Supervisors/Staff have the right to inspect the earthmover at any time while                                under renter's possession.

11) District may terminate this agreement at their discretion and require the immediate return of the equipment.

12) The earthmover will be allowed to install practices in Carroll County and bordering counties.

13) Priority will be given to practices installed within Carroll County.

Normal wear and tear will be the responsibility of the District.  Damage due to negligence, abuse, or failure to follow instructions WILL BE the responsibility of the user.  The District will not be responsible or be held liable for accidents when the earthmover is in your care, custody, and control.

This agreement is to be signed and returned to the District PRIOR to use. IMPORTANT…Do not allow anyone to take possession of the scraper until it has been cleared through District personnel.  Damages resulting from such unauthorized use will be the responsibility of the previous renter.

The District asks that if you are interested in using our earthmover that you fill out this form and return it as soon as possible.  This will be of convenience, to you the renter, as times become hectic during construction season. 

This contract does not bind the undersigned to the use of the District earthmover only the liability of it when under his/her possession.
